PRIORITY #1

Priority #1 routes must be plowed as soen as condifions require
clearing of snow due to difficulty of vehicles to travel. If on a weekend
it may only require one pass to make it driveable. This would nommally
be done in daylight hours only, or early moming hours after 7:00am.
This would nommally be a one person job and the use of 2 workers
would need approval from the appropriate member of council.

PRIORITY #2

Priority #2 routes are normally done on a Monday to Friday basis
on normal work hours. There may be special circumstances such
as a snowstorm happening on a Friday night or a special event
going on in the community. In the event of this occuring the
maintenance staff will need to get permission from a member

of council who is responsible for roads and streets. For priority #2
routes 2 workers can be used for more efficient removal.

PRIORITY #3

Priority #3 routes are done as time permits and are on an as
needed basis. This would normally be done by one maintenance
worker only and would be only done on normal work hours.
Priority #3 routes would include driveways and other custom
work applications and will be done if time permits.

NOTE

IN CASES OF AN EMERGENCY NATURE, IT WOULD BE
ACCEPTABLE FOR THE MAINTENANCE WORKER TO
MAKE THE DECISION TO PLOW A ROUTE IF NO MEMBER
OF COUNCIL WAS AVAILABLE TO GIVE PERMISSION.
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
